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After pursuing Japanese and Chinese studies as well as communication studies at the University of Bonn (1967-1971) he spent two years in Japan for further studies and research on the history of Japanese education (1971-1973). In 1979 he joined the International Information Centre for Terminology (Infoterm) as a professional and in 1986 succeeded Prof. Felber as Director of Infoterm and also as Secretary of the Technical Committee ISO/TC 37 “Terminology (principles and co-ordination)” of the International Organization for Standardization (ISO). 
 
Since 1986 he has been a driving force behind the foundation of several institutions and organizations in the field of terminology. When Infoterm became an independent non-profit association in 1996, he continued as its appointed Director. On behalf of the Austrian Standards Institute (ON) he also continued as Secretary of ISO/TC 37, which has since become very successful and productive under its new name and scope “Terminology and other language and content resources”. Since 2009 C. Galinski serves as consultant to the China National Institute for Standardization (CNIS), to which the Secretariat of ISO/TC 37 was transferred at the end of 2008.
 
In 2002 C. Galinski initiated the Workshop CEN/ISSS/WS/eCAT “Multilingual eCataloguing and eClassification” of the Information Society Standardization System (ISSS) of the European Standardization Committee (CEN). This WOrkshop so far has produced a number of CEN Workshop Agreements (CWA – a sort of pre-standards) and triggered the establishment of other eBusiness content related workshops and focus groups, such as CEN/ISSS/WS/eTOUR, CEN/ISSS/FG-CDC, CEN/ISSS/FG-eSME and more to come.
 
Since many years C. Galinski works as consultant for national, European and intergovernmental organizations (IGO) as well as numerous non-governmental organizations (NGO) world-wide. As such he has initiated and managed numerous R&D projects at national, regional and international levels.
 
In 2007 he became lecturer for technical and legal Japanese at the Center for Translation Studies at Vienna University.
 
Christian Galinski is the author of many publications in the field of terminology and related fields.
