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William Mann, OTR, Ph.D. is Distinguished Professor and Chair of Occupational Therapy and Director of the Ph.D. Program in Rehabilitation Science at the University of Florida (UF). Dr Mann also directs the UF Center for Telehealth and Healthcare Communications, and served as the Principal Investigator for the Rehabilitation Engineering Research Center (RERC) on Aging from 1991 to 2007, funded by the National Institute on Disability and Rehabilitation Research. His work extends internationally to projects in Brazil and he is an honorary professor at the University of Sydney. Dr. Mann has over 35 years of experience in rehabilitation and community-based programs. His work over the past 20 years has focused on approaches to promoting independence with technology, including driving and smart technology for persons with disabilities. His most recent work focuses on veterans with disabilities. His projects span research, service and education.
